Service Intervals.

The Time and Distance Service is recommended for vehicles that will cover less than 10,000 miles in 12 months and if the vehicle is
likely to be used in the following way:

¢ Predominantly urban driving, short journeys with frequent cold starts.

e Activities regularly producing high engine loading, e.g. frequent hill climbs, driving with vehicle fully loaded and towing.

¢ Uneconomical driving style using high rpms with heavy acceleration and heavy braking.
The service intervals for the Time and Distance Service are as follows:

¢ Oil change service Every 10,000 miles/1 year (whichever is soonest).
¢ Interval service Every 20,000 miles/2 years (whichever is soonest).
¢ Inspection service Every 40,000 miles/3 years (whichever is soonest).

The LonglLife Service is recommended for vehicles with a daily mileage of more than 25 miles where the vehicle is driven regularly
mainly on longer distance journeys. The vehicle is driven mainly at a constant speed with minimum vehicle and engine loading,

minimal towing and driven in an economical manner.

With the LongLife Service the vehicle can cover anywhere between 10,000' and a maximum of 18,000" miles or 24 months (whichever

is soonest) between oil changes. Inspection service is typically in the third year of ownership and thereafter every second year, for
vehicles with an approximate annual mileage of 10,000 miles.
