When lifted up, vou have unhin-
dered access to a cargo area with a
low, tlat lloor — intended for easy
loading.

The sides of the
cargo area are flat wo allow vou
MEXIMUM SLOree Capaciny — up o
76 cubic [eet with the rear semt
folded down (room enough for a
six-foot couch), or more than 40
cubic fect with the rear seat i use
(room enough for a lot of camping
gear).
